(全文翻譯)
帕拉林匹克運動會是一個奧運型態，為肢體殘障運動員所舉行的運動會。它們最早於1960年於羅馬策劃。把各種肢體殘障團體聚集起來參加運動比賽的想法，於1976年在多倫多誕生了。而今帕拉林匹克運動會這項運動盛事是為六個不同殘障團體的運動員所設。它們強調他們的體育成就，而非參賽者的身體殘障。該比賽的規模愈來愈大。參加的運動員人數從1960年的23國400位運動員參加夏季帕拉林匹克運動會，增加到2004年的136國3806位運動員。

帕拉林匹克運動會一直都是與奧運在同一年舉行。自1988年首爾帕拉林匹克運動會及1992年阿爾貝維爾冬季帕運起，就和奧運在同一個城市舉行。2001年6月19日，國際奧運及國際帕運雙方的委員會簽訂一項協議，確保未來會繼續實施。從2012年初次落實這個理念，之後選為主辦奧運的城市也將舉辦帕運。
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
