[新聞主題] One Good Turn Deserving Another  科學證實：好心有好報
Dr. John Diamond developed a new discipline called Behavioral Kinesiology (aka “muscle testing”): The human body reacts to stimuli __(1)__ a muscular level. Muscles become stronger or weaker __(2)__ whether the subject is presented with positive or negative stimuli. Even more intriguingly, it does not need to be physical stimuli. Even emotional states and thoughts bring about the strength-or-weakness response. The results are predictable, repeatable, and universal.
Dr. David R. Hawkins, a life member of the American Psychiatric Association, has practiced psychiatry ever since 1952. __(3)__ Dr. Diamond’s work as a starting point, he has investigated its full potential. Using kinesiology to calibrate the energy of various emotions and states of consciousness, he has determined that the human experience can be laid on a scale that he labeled from 1 to 1000. At the low end of the scale are Guilt (30), Fear (100) and Anger (150). People experiencing this level of consciousness feel __(4)__ by the effect of the forces of the universe. Higher on the scale are Courage (200), Willingness (310), Reason (400) and Love (500). People feel that they are the source of their lives if experiencing this level. At the highest end of the scale of human experience (600-1000) are the qualities which surpass duality.
The scientific research has concluded: Only if we have positive emotions and states of consciousness __(5)__ physically and mentally healthy.
