Some parents are called “helicopter parents” because they hover over their children
and make a lot of noise rescuing them whenever difficulty arises. The term was first
coined in a 1969 book titled Between Parent & Teenager.

Zana Briski is a professional photographer. In 1997, she was ona 11 to

Kolkata to learn about women living in a brothel. As she was 12 a record of their
daily lives with photos, she got to know the kids there, too. When they were 13
with her camera, she taught them how to take a picture with it. Little did she know
that these lessons would end up changing the kids as well as their lives. Through
